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Votes for Women? tells the story of the campaigning that took
place at Killerton in the lead up to the passing of the 1913
Representation of the People Act. The act gave the vote to all men
over the age of 21 and women over the age of 30, who met certain
property criteria.

Two hundred and sixty seven pupils took part in workshops at
Killerton where they learnt about the campaigns for both women's
and men's right to vote and investigated the early use of political
branding adopted by the women's suffrage movement.

Pupils applied the lessons they had learned about the suffragettes’
use of colour, emblems and symbols to create a campaign banner
or sculpture inspired by the women's campaign for the right to
vote or a cause of their choice.
