Colyton Maths

Recently, the children in year 5 have had three visits from Mrs Hudson, who teaches at Colyton
Grammar School. She has taught us all about different theories created by famous mathematicians,
which were interesting. We also learnt about various paper-folding techniques, linked to fractions.

Another time she set us quite a hard challenge. We had to join three houses to heating, electricity
and water but the lines to join each house to their needs must never touch. On paper this is
impossible however on a mug it can be done - remember your lines can go around the whole mug!
