Warning received re the app “Monkey”, which is billed as a cross between Omegle and TikTok.
There are some concerns over the nature of this app and how it might be used to exploit children.

The Inege ‘online safety experts have been alerted to an extremely dangerous website and app called
‘Monkey’, which allows users to have video calls with strangers. The platform markets itself as ‘an
alternative to Omegle, with a TikTok vibe”'.

Inege have reviewed and tested this platform and have found that it contains large amounts of
inappropriate, disturbing, and harmful content transmitted via web cameras.
