Safer Internet Day is a great opportunity for us to re-emphasise the online safety messages we 
deliver throughout the year.

Whether you have 5 minutes to start a conversation or hours to spare, there are top tips, quizzes 
and films which you can use at home with your child. It is important that adults establish open 
relationships about what their children are doing online; learning alongside them about how things 
work and what is played is key to understanding the possible pitfalls and risks that can occur. 
Looking at parental controls for sites is invaluable as well as knowing how to report any concerns/
issues.
